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Allied Health Professionals (AHPs) are the third largest clinical workforce in the NHS. There are 14 Allied Health Professions:

14 of the 15 professions are regulated by the Health and Care Professions Council (HCPC) whilst Osteopaths are regulated by the General Osteopathic Council (GOC). Registered staff are mostly educated to degree level or higher.

They focus on the whole person, their family circles, social networks, education/training and their workplace, to ensure that people live full and active lives. They help to improve health and wellbeing and advise on how to prevent health problems from occurring.
They can assess, diagnose, treat and discharge people across all age groups, from birth to end of life care, and are able to practice autonomously (in a self-directed manner).  They are well placed to help in the delivery of the National Health Service Long Term Plan (NHS Long Term Plan v1.2 August 2019). 


Integrated care systems (ICSs) are partnerships of organisations that come together to plan and deliver joined up health and care services, and to improve the lives of people who live and work in their area. The Health and Care Act (2022) gave statutory responsibility for 42 ICSs to be set up from 1 July 2022. This means that they are legally responsible for meeting the Health and Care needs of their population in place of the Clinical Commissioning Groups (CCGs).  

Humber and North Yorkshire Health and Care Partnership area covers the cities of Hull and York and rural areas across East Yorkshire, North Yorkshire and Northern Lincolnshire. The partnership is made up of NHS organisations, local councils, health and care providers and voluntary, community and social enterprise (VCSE) organisations. The ambition of the partnership is for our population to start well, live well and age well.

The Humber and North Yorkshire AHP Council is formed from the most senior and influential AHPs across the ICS from Higher education, Health and social care with connections to all 15 AHP professions. Its role is to act as an expert reference group in which AHPs work collaboratively and strategically to support the ICS in meeting its objectives. It is responsible for the delivery of regional and national priorities for AHP workforce development and transformation through its oversight of the AHP Faculty. It acts as a hub of AHP expertise and advice for existing and new AHP services, and can inform local commissioning decision making regarding how AHPs can improve population health and local health and care pathways. 


       Proposed structure:        

The AHP Faculty undertake activities that support AHP workforce supply, education and training through collaborative working between AHPs from partner organisations and education providers. They are known as the “engine room” as they put workforce training and education priorities into practice.
